Trees, Shrubs & Roses

Look for damaging insects on evergreens. Cygon or Orthene can be used to
control scale, spider mite, lacebug, leaf miner and leaf hoppers. Do not
use Cygon on hollies.

Keep newly planted trees mulched well to conserve moisture when it is hot
and dry, but do not pile mulch against the trunk.

Hard and corky leaves on azaleas and camellias is caused by a fungus called
leaf gall. Control by removing and disposing the affected leaves now, to
prevent re-infection next year.

Slowly soak shrubs and vines if there has been no significant rain in a
week. Mulch shrubs and vines to conserve moisture. Do not crowd mulch
against lower stems or trunks.

Remove all canes of semi-bush fruits like blackberries when they finish
fruiting. This will encourage new shoots from the crown on which next
year's berries grow.

Groom roses constantly. Never leave a dead or dying stem on the plant
because the disease will spread to healthy canes. Remove weak, broken or
spindly shoots. Remove spent flowers immediately. Fertilize with a complete
rose fertilizer. Continue with your regular insecticideffungicide sprayings.

Thrips are a problem in dry, hot weather. Infected rose blossoms will turn
brown on the petal edges. Check for these pests by pulling one of the
discolored flowers apart. You will see rod shaped thrips at the base of the
petal. Control with Orthene.

Cut roses will last longer in an arrangement when stems are recut

underwater before planting in a vase. This allows water, not air, to travel
up the stem.

Cut back foliage of spring flowering bulbs like daﬁncllls hyacinths and
tulips now that they have turmned yellow.



Just a Reminder, Continued

Annuals

Continue to fertilize annual plants every six weeks through the end of the
sedasaon.

During dry weather, spray a water soluble fertilizer solution like seaweed
extract, fish emulsion, or one of the liquid chemical fertilizers to keep
plants growing well when roots are not as active and fertilizer is not
taken from the soil.

Watch carefully for insects and diseases on flowers and control them as
soon as you see them. Fast succulent growth is susceptible to aphids, spider
mites, leaf hoppers, thrips and worms. Dipel can be used to control worms.

Slugs and snails will be bad on hostas, caladium, elephant ears, and
coleus. Use a snail bait or shallow pans of stale beer to kill them.

Hanging baskets will need more water during hot summer months, but do not
over water them. Soak them thoroughly, then soak them again only when the
surface is dry.

Vegetables and Small Fruits

Plant cowpeas like lady peas, black-eyed peas and crowder peas in bare
garden areas. All cowpeas are a good green manure cover crop (plow them
under while the stems are still succulent). They can also be left to

maturity for their excellent edible peas. Both methods help to build the

soil and prevent bare ground from washing.

All summer vegetables can be planted with caution, but insect problems will
be much greater with late or repeat plantings.

Tomatoes, cucumbers, pole beans and peppers should be supported with stakes
or cages.

Side dress sweet corn when it is knee high, and again when it tassels if it
is not dark green at this time.
