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TREES, SHRUBS and ROSES

Begin planting B & B and container grown trees and shrubs whenever the ground is not moist. it
rmight be wise, however, to wait until next month when trees are fully dormant and nurseries have
new stock. Do not plant new roses until next month.

Chaoose planting stock carefully. New shade trees should be straight, have a dominant I::EI“ItT:'EIi
shoot or leader, should have tight, smooth bark, and should not be loose in the ball or container.
Choose flowering trees that are free from scars.

When handling B & B and container grown trees, naver pick them up by the stem. The roots in
the pot or ball of earth are liable to break.

Do NOT prune trees or shrubs this month. The best time to prune shade and flowering trees is
later in the winter when they are dormant.

Do NOT fertilize trees or shrubs this month. The best time to fertilize shade and summer
flowering trees is in early spring when they are emerging from dormancy. Spring flowering trees
are fertilized in the spring as their flower petals fall. Spring flowering shrubs and vines are
fertilized in the spring after they flower. Non-flowering shrubs and summer flowering shrubs are
fertilized in the early spring.

Fertilize roses for the last time this season with a complete rose ferilizer. If you fertilized at the
end of September, you can skip this application.

Begin winding up your regular rose spray program. It is a good idea to spray one last time before
the weather fums cold to control insects and diseases before they overwinter.

Clean up infestations of scale on evergreen trees and shrubs while the insects are still alive.

Water newly planted trees and shrubs thoroughly, even if the ground is wet, in order to settle the
s0il around the roots.

Mulch newly planted trees and shrubs with pine straw or pine bark. Do not allow the mulch to
pack against the shrub or tres's trunk.

Check mulch around older trees and replenish as neaded.
Stake newly planted shade and flowering trees, especially if they were purchased bare root.

Keep falling leaves from piling up against the trunk of your trees or shrubs. Leaves will trap too
much water against the trunk and cause various problems.



Just a Reminder, Continued
FRUITS

The best time to plant fruit trees is from November to February when they are dormant.

Begin planting container grown and B & B bush fruits (blueberries), semi-bush fruits (blackberries,
raspberries) and fruiting vines (muscadines, grapes). It might be wise to wait, however, until next
month when they are fully dormant and nurseries have new stock.

Do NOT prune fruit trees, bush fruits or fruiting vines this month. Remember fruits have set their
buds by October. Any pruning would prebably remove some buds and reduce next season’s
harvest. Wait until January/February to prune fruit trees.

if you have not already dons so, remove the older canes on semi-bush berries like raspberries
and blackberries which bore this past summer, Leave new growth to produce next summer's fruit
Train this new growth on a fence or trellis.

Do NOT fertilize ruits like apples, peaches and pears until early spring when their buds begin to
swell. ’

There is no need to spray fruits until later in the winter. Application of dormant spray begins in
January.

Thoroughly water any new planted bush or semi-bush frult even if the ground is wet.

Keep fruits mulched to prevent weeds and graséas from competing for water and fertilizer.

FLOWERS

Plant hardy annual, perennial, and biennial plants like pansy, English Daisy, Dianthus, Foxglove,
Shasta Daisy, Rudbeckia, Purple Cone-Flower and Larkspur outside all month.

Plant potted, blooming chrysanthemums the first part of the month to have flowers until the hard
freezes come.

If you have already purchased spring-flowering bulbs, wait until November to plant.

As annual and perennial tops die, cut the plants to the ground and remove all dead material.
Dead plants are an invitation to fungus and disease.

Fertilize your fall flowers - it is the only application they will need until spring.
There is no need to fertilize established flowers this late in the season.

Control any remaining insects and diseases on perennials to prevent them from overwintering on
clumps in the muich.

Water newly planted flowers and garden plants thoroughly with about one inch of water per week
if there has been no significant rainfall,
