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Shrubs, Vines, Trees & Roses

| Wait till later in the fall to plant bare root and container grown trees or shrubs.

' The trees being sold this time of year are not as desirable because they have just
| endured a hot summer in a pot or burlapped ball of earth. Trees sold later in the

| season will have been dug recently.

| Do not prune trees or shrubs this month. Pruning could force tender growth

| which might be killed by the first hard freezes. Also, many flowering trees have

set their blossom buds for next year. Pruning would remove many of next years
| flowers. Fruit trees are growing well and forming buds. Next year's fruits will be

set on this new growth, so don't do anything to disturb it or you will disturb next
year's crop.

Do not fertilize trees or shrubs this month. That includes fruit trees. This too could
force tender growth that could be killed by freezing temps.

Watch for insects like scale, lacebug or aphids. Spray with Orthene or Cygon if
needed.

Finish last months Southern borer control on flowering peaches, cherries and
crabapples by spraying for the second time in early September. Thiodan is
recommended.

Slowly water trees, shrubs and other plants if there has been no significant rain in
a week.

The effects of a summer drought may just now be showing up on large trees.
Watch for discoloration, drying, die-back and premature leaf-fall as signs that the
tree is being affected. Water thoroughly.

Keep newly planted trees and shrubs well mulched to conserve moisture when it
is hot and dry.



Just a Reminder, Continued

The best time to plant fruit trees (peaches, pears, apples, etc) and semi-bush
fruits (blackberries, raspberries, etc) is from November to February. September is
a good month to decide which cultivars grew and produced best over the
summer,

Remove all canes of semi-bush fruits like blackberries which fruited this summer.
This will encourage new shoots from the crown on which next year's berries will
be set.

Continue a regular spray program for insects and diseases on fruits which have
not ripened yet.

November will be the start of rose planting time. Visit rose gardens now to get
ideas.

Get ready for fall rose blossoms by cutting back the plants one-third if you have
not done so already. Fertilize after pruning (on your regular schedule) and keep
them soaked in the current dry conditions. Remove any leaves with blackspot.

Groom roses constantly. Never leave a dead or dying stem on the plant. Also
remove weak, broken or spindly shoots.

In hot, dry conditions, keep plants growing with light applications of a complete
rose fertilizer on your regular six to eight week program. Supplement this
program by spraying the foliage and new shoots with a water soluble fertilizer.
Water regularly.

Use a combination insecticide/fungicide spray every 10 to 14 days through the
end of the month.

Keep roses well mulched with pine straw during September. Add fresh mulch
when you can see bare ground around the plants, but do not pile mulch against
the crown or lower stems. Problems like cankers and botrytis may still occur this
month if the mulch covers the lower stems.
